petition for Approval of Settlement
on Behalf of a Minor

NOW COMES the Plaintiff, Holly Collins, as mother and
next friend of Zachary Collins, a minor child, and Holly
Collins individually, of 7414 Minnetonka Boulevard, St. Louis
park, Minnesota and states as follows:

1. on or about May 10, 1986, the Plaintiff Holly
collins and her minor child, Zachary were at the Canobie Lake
Amusement Park owned and operated by the Defendant.
plaintiff, Zachary Collins was injured while riding on a
nkxiddie ride" identified as the WJunior Turnpike Sports Car"
ride.

As the ride came to halt, the minor child fell
forward hitting his head on the inside of the car in which he
was riding. Plaintiff, Zachary Collins, suffered an acute
head trauma resulting in severe headaches, nausea, vomiting,
dizziness, blackouts. In addition, the child was diagnosed
as having hyperacusis (acute and abnormal and painful
sensitivity to sounds), post-concussive syndrome“ as well as
psychological and behavioral problems. The minor child was

three years old at the time of the accident. The child has




since recovered and the long-term prognosis is good.
2. The following medical bills and expenses were

incurred by the Plaintiff on behalf of the Plaintiff's minor

child:

Boston Children's Hospital $159.00
Salem Health Center $ 35.00
Bon Secours Hospital $460.79
Methuen Radioclogy $ 32.00
Department of the Air Force $458.00
Methuen Emergency Physicians $ 65.00

3. A settlement has been reached. The total payments
to be made equal $50,000.00. 7

4. A1l medical bills shall be paid directly from the
settlement.

5. The settlement was negotiated by Jamie N. Hage,
Esquire who represented the minor child. The amount of
attorney Hage's fees are $12,500.00 (25% of $50,000). In
addition, Attorney Hage has incurred expenses in the sum of
$428.74. The fees and expenses should be deducted from the
settlement.

6. The net proceeds of the settlement in the amount of
$35,861.47 will be deposited in a trust account at Merrill,
Lynch, Peirce, Fenner & Smith in Manchester, New Hampshire in
the name of Holly Collins as Trustee for Zachary Collins. The
funds shall be invested in U.S. Government treasury bonds with
four consecutive annual maturity dates commencing in the year
2001 and ending in the year 2004. The net effect shall be
that there will be four consecutive annual payment; commencing

with the year the child turns eighteen years of age in the
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estimated future amounts as follows:

a.) 2001 $23,000.00
b.) 2002 $25,000.00
c.) 2003 $27,000.00
4.) 2004 $29,000.00

It is understood that these amounts are estimates based
on current prevailing interest rates for said government
'bonds.

WHEREFORE, Holly Collins, as mother and next friend of
Zachary Collins respectfully requests that this Honorable

Court approve the foregoing proposed settlement.

to be invested only in U.S. Government Treasury Bonds. Said

institution is directed to purchase U.S. Government guaranteed
treasury bonds at the highest prevailing interest rate to
mature in four consecutive annual dates commencing commencing
with the year 2001 and ending with the year 2004. No
withdrawals to be hade prior to the eighteenth birthday of
said minor, except on written approval of the Justice of the
Superior Court. Said institﬁﬁion is authorized to pay the
full amount accruing in said account to the said Zachary

Collins at each maturity date,rhpon satisfactory proof that

he has reached the age of eighteen years. Approval is
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conditional on compliance with this order with respect

payment of bills and deposits.
